Cancellation policy

We reserve the right to cancel courses up to 3 weeks prior to training commencing, if you arrange travel etc before then it is at your own risk.  If you cancel your place prior to 3 weeks before the course we will refund your fee.  After three weeks the full fee is payable, though you may provide a substitute to take your place.

Payment from overseas: -

As you are not living in the UK I would like you to read what follows carefully.

We have found that people living overseas are often unable to pay the correct fee when making direct payments into our bank account due to the bank charges that are levied in the UK.  This has caused a lot of difficulty for us with underpayments which have to be paid later, usually in cash when the student attends the course.  This in turn is very time consuming in administrative terms and makes it very complicated for us to keep our accounts in good order.  Generally we are not able to accept cash payments.

We don’t know how it is in other countries or with other banks, but our bank  sometimes allows us to specify the amount to be paid in the currency of the person who is to receive the payment.  It is also often possible for us to choose to pay all bank charges (ie, our own bank’s charges and the charges of the receiving bank).  Some banks enable you to specify whether the amount paid is in your currency or in £GB – we think that paying in £GB ensures that that we receive the correct amount, so if this option is available to you please select it!

When you are making a payment to us, either by Internet Banking or via the staff at your bank, please check if these options are available and if so we would be grateful if you would use them.

If it is not possible to ensure that the correct amount will be received by us then please add £12 to your payment which will help to cover out bank charges.  We will then be happy to write off any underpayment. 

We hope you will understand this.  It does seem strange that in the 21st Century it is so difficult to make payments between countries, but our own experience tells us this is far from straightforward.

We have received money from overseas students via OFX, but that you use these organisations at your own risk of course.
